NAPFA TEST [Sec 2] 
14 The National Physical Fitness Award/Assessment (NAPFA) Scheme is a test of 
physical fitness for Secondary School students as part of Singapore’s Sports for Life 
programme. NAPFA serves as a standardised assessment of overall fitness as well as to 
stimulate interest in physical fitness. This year, in line with the easing of safe management 
measures, students from Secondary 2 will be taking their NAPFA test from Term 3 Week 3 
(i.e. week starting 11 July 2022). More information will be given to the students closer to the 
NAPFA Test dates.
