Friday Timetable. Students will be required to be physically present in school for lessons. It is not
a home-based learning day.

End-of-Year Examination

9 The End-of-Year Examination begins in Term 4 Week 3 for Secondary 1 to 3 students.
The examination timetable has been given to students and it is also available on the school
website.

10 Students should refer to the rules and regulations for the examination in the Student
Handbook. Students must inform their Form Teachers if they are absent from the exam and
submit a Medical Certificate when they return to school. Students may leave the school after
completing their exam for the day.

11 Students are not required to attend school on 12 Octand 13 Oct which are the school’s
Marking Day, as well as 20 Oct, Results Processing Day.

Please submit your application form together with the supporting documents to the
General Office by 13 October 2023 to prevent unnecessary delay in the issue of textbooks and
uniforms.
